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As the web site for the International John Gower Society (JGS), JohnGower.org has been developing resources for the study and teaching of Gower.  JGS, has been in existence for over twenty-five years, and is dedicated to offering support for scholarly and pedagogical endeavors related to Gower. The Society’s site links to, describes, and evaluates online materials (such as editions, translations, scholarship, pedagogical materials, images, and other media) at other sites. While it began as a meta-site (merely pointing to other materials online), it has recently begun hosting content of its own related to these areas. It publishes original materials, including scholarship, lesson plans, and audio files. Concurrently, others site, such as The Gower Project and the Online Gower Bibliography are becoming more and more robust, with similar primary content of their own.  The Gower project, for example, not only compiles links to useful online Gower resources but also provides a forum for scholars to discuss their work and to foster collaborative projects. This paper will discuss the future development of the JohnGower.org web site with special attention to how it plans to fit within the larger scope of online Gower studies and resources to offer unique content.
